A  Guide To Pollution/Fungus/Mold/Bacteria Exclusions

and

Environmental Insurance

The pollution exclusion is the longest exclusion in the General Liability insurance policy. Pollution exclusions and coverage restrictions also universally appear in property insurance policies. Separate exclusions for fungus, mold and bacteria are in effect total pollution exclusions on steroids. These new generation pollution exclusions can turn many water loss scenarios into a excluded “pollution” claim. If the definition of Category 3 Water is not well understood and corrected for by insurance practitioners, it is very likely there are significant coverage gaps in any commercial insurance program the practitioner works on. If you have never heard of Category 3 Water attending this presentation is very important to you and our customers. 
The effect of pollution exclusions on property and liability insurance coverage is woefully underestimated by insurance practitioners. The only reliable way to fill the coverage gaps created by pollution exclusions is through the purchase of the appropriate forms of environmental insurance. There are over 100 different environmental insurance policies available to fill the insurance coverage gaps created by pollution/fungus/mold/bacteria exclusions. The vast majority of risk management practitioners do not have sufficient working knowledge of environmental risks or how to use the readily available environmental insurance solutions to prevent needlessly uninsured losses in their client base. 
This presentation discuss the far reaching effects of pollution exclusions and shows how modern environmental insurance products can be used to fill the resulting coverage gaps in both property and liability insurance policies.
